Approved by Governor July 8, 2002

Law and rules effective date January 1, 2003



The State Library Act

The State Librarian shall set by
rule the standard to be used for
electronic data exchange among

State agencies and the State
Library.

Definition: Published Materials

—
“Published material” means publications
In print and electronic formats duplicated
by any means of duplication, including
material downloaded from a publicly
accessible electronic network.

[15 ILCS 320/21 (b)]
(23 Ill. Adm. Code 3020.100)
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Definition: Metadata

“Metadata” means structured

Information that describes

content, origin, format and
other key characteristics of data for the
purpose of information management.

(23 1ll. Adm. Code 3020.100)

State agencies to submit:

— 40 copies of all publications, priced and non-
priced.

— Printed publications, publications distributed on a
magnetic or optical medium or other tangible
format are included.

-~ URL for any online publication with metadata, or
one electronic version of all published materials
with metadata.

ISL’s Approach
]

Spider state Web sites (passive approach)

Don’t let the perfect prevent the possible!

- Grab it before it’s gone.
- Refine --- and provide access --- later.

Share software by download.

- Includes enhancements, bug fixes hardware
recommendations.

Create a ‘safety net’ & software adaptable
for other governmental units.

Capable of spidering state
government Web sites and
retaining their continually
changing content in a version
control system.

PEP design uses
remotely initiated
Web spider to
acquire a copy of the
Web site to be
archived.




Advantages

Eliminates the need to impose
administrative burdens on Web
masters and authors of Web sites.

Faclilitates systematic and centrally
controlled archiving of volatile
electronic document content.



Challenge
]

Libraries preserve publications that are
Information produced for dissemination.

Archives retain records which are primary
source government material for which a
board or commission has determined value
and a retention period.



Solution

Since records are posted on the
Internet for public access, the PEP
Initiative focused on preserving
electronic publications, whether or
not they are records.
